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As part of UNCTAD’s work in the field of competition and consumer protection, he is also responsible for UNCTAD’s technical assistance, advisory and training programmes in this field, which involves capacity-building, advising and training officials from developing countries and economies in transition in adopting and implementing competition legislation, and advising them in international forums.
