Terms of Reference for CUTS IFD Advocacy Document

Operational Strategy Note (OSN) states: 

On the basis of the Report B Compilation and the proceedings of the meeting, an advocacy document would be prepared by CUTS. This would be completed within two months of the last Regional Meeting and circulated to the AC for comments.

The Advocacy Document would include:

· Key results of research and analysis

· National-level policy recommendations to attract beneficial investment

· Action points for stakeholders, in particular civil society organisations 

· Recommendation for action to be taken at the regional level to attract beneficial investment

· Recommendations for actions to be taken at the bilateral, plurilateral and regional levels with regard to international investment negotiations. 

On the basis of the proceedings of the Final Meeting, the Advocacy Document would be revised. The final version would be ready for circulation worldwide in July 2003.

Word limit: 10 000 words 

Timeframe: A first draft should be ready by Mid-April

People involved: SC, HF, OJ, RDM, LB, MD2

The Advocacy Document will include the following:

I. Introduction

1. The background and rationale of the project

2. How the project was carried out -methodology

3. Events under the project

4. Background to the Advocacy Document, Why & What?

5. Explanation of from where the advocacy document draws its recommendations (Reports, NRG’s Regional Seminars)

II. Highlights of National Experiences

This section will draw from the country experiences with investment (Report A and B) and will include:

1. Short, snappy examples of what have characterised the benefits and problems associated with foreign investment in each of the seven countries. 

2. Benefits and problems associated with the various types (services, export-led, agriculture, extraction etc) of investment. 

3. Lessons learned from these examples 

4. Sectoral (telecom etc) experiences in these countries: problems faced and how were they addressed; 

5. Specific LEMs and LDCs experiences, similarities and differences

III. Highlights from Regional Seminars 

This section will draw from the Regional Seminar Reports and will include:

1. Characteristics of each Regional Seminar (eg. the African one showed serious scepticism against FDI, the Asia one highlighted problems with a WTO investment agreement, and the Latin American gave a lot of attention to FDI in public services)

2. Regional integration into world financial markets (aid flows in Africa, debt in Latin America, export orientation in Asia etc.)

3. Highlights of regional experiences with FDI 
4. Regional problems and solutions; regional agreements and cooperation, incentives bidding, regional cooperation to limit incentives 

IV. Recommendations

This section will conclude the advocacy document and will draw from all outputs of the projects. It will include:

1. Recommendations to Civil Society (what issues to be aware on, what to lobby on)

2. Recommendations to Governments 

3. Recommendations to Inter-Governmental Organisations. These will include recommendations to the WTO (and trade negotiators) on what investment concerns should be dealt with at a regional level and at the WTO.
